You can find quite a bit of information about the Seasons Alter on our

website but perhaps I can update you on it's history since it was launched

at BAFTA in July 2002.

We made the film to raise awareness of climate change and Sharman MacDonald

kindly helped us hone the script from it's Shakespeare origins. We recrafted

the original text (which is a solo speech in the play) into a family

argument, with Keira as the young, prinicpled activist daughter berating her

father (Oberon, played by Lloyd Owen) for his role in creating a climate

change ravaged world.

Keira generously offered her talents on a pro bono basis as she believed in

the message of the film and we shot the film in Castle Studios in the east

end of London off the Old Kent Road in January 2002.

We at FUTERRA conceived the project as a powerful way of reinventing classic

Shakespeare for a contemporary audience using a topical issue of the day and

the most pressing environmental challenge of our time - climate change.

Since the film was launched at BAFTA that summer, at an evening called 'The

Invisible Idea' (aimed at debating why sustainable development is still so

poorly understood by the public) which featured Lord Puttnam amongst the

keynote speakers, it has been put to widespread use. We have distributed

hundreds of copies of the films on CD-ROM and via internet downloads from

our website. These have been used by everyone from National Park education

centres to businesses and schools to promote and inspire discussion and

action around climate change and other environmental issues. The film was

also accepted by the British Council's prestigious International Short Film

Festival Programme and has been shown at several festivals around the world,

and at the Cheltenham Science Festival in the UK.

Interest in the film continues and we are obviously extremely grateful to

Keira for her part in the film, as her new high profile has, as you say,

helped us enormously in promoting our ideas of a safer, more sustainable

world. If I can be of any further help then do not hesitate to ask, and I

look forward to seeing the film promoted through IMDB and your own site.
